The term genetic diseases, more appropriately called genetic disorders, refers to the group of conditions caused by a genetic abnormality (mutation).  Disorders vary from gene mutations (point or frame-shift) to chromosomal alterations, some of the most severe being aneuploidy and polyploidy (we referred to these in class as the results of nondisjunction: monoploidy and triploidy).  You will choose a disease from this list to make a tri-fold, color informational brochure.

· Name of the discoverer (and date of discovery)

· Name of the defective gene/chromosome if known
· Protein(s) which are not being made effectively.

· Common Symptoms

· Pattern of Inheritance

· Frequency (1 in….) in US population or subgroup
· Treatment options
